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Commentary on Lesson for April 26th 
· I have included this lesson because I liked the use of, what is new to me, a different method of teaching the concept of radicals.

· Since most of the lessons that are included in this portfolio are based on either group work and/or individual learning, this selection is based on cooperative learning. It is on a smaller scale, hence the partners, but can work as an actual group/cooperative learning activity.
· I had never thought of using the students’ previous knowledge of area of a square to teach the concept of radicals. I am fond of using “old” concepts to discover “new” ideas, but I had never made a connection between the two particular concepts before.

· This lesson adds to my repertoire of ideas on how to present concepts of a lesson based on well known previous knowledge. Rather than just using the calculator to show the students the concept I can use this method to help the students to discover the basis of radicals and how they are used.
