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Today at Lafayette the number of students was a little better than usual.  However, it is kind of hard to teach a lesson in about 15-20 minutes since this is all the time we have for some students once they show up.  I feel that the lessons we are developing are still too long for these sessions.  The lesson that we developed today could probably have been strung over the course of about 3 days.  However, it was initially thought that it would be fine to cover in a 40-minute session.  

Obviously the length of lesson plans are going to need to be addressed in the future since we want to teach these kids something but be able to work through it fully so that they understand.  I can't be disappointed though since many of the kids that we saw today knew the basics behind our lesson, which was on Pythagorean Theorem and SOHCAHTOA.  One girl whom I spent about 7 minutes with was able to go through the examples and explain to me what these two topics were.  That was definitely refreshing to see. 

The students that I worked with today seemed to have a grasp of the ideas as well and had some prior knowledge.  This is always good to see, so we at least know that they are familiar with the material and it is not new to them, which it shouldn't.  I feel that this was another good experience today since the kids were ready to learn and 

were able to pick up the material fairly quickly.
