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This was a short week because of the holiday weekend so I was only able to participate in one lesson.  This lesson was a little different because, unlike past lessons, we split up into four different stations in the room.  This made it a little easier to talk with the students and, while there were fewer students at our station, we were able to teach more.  There were three MED 300 students at my station.  When we began there was one student and one more student came in later.  A member of our group started the lesson with the first student and after they completed the anticipatory set I took over.  I worked with this student on finding the missing sides and angles of triangles using the Pythagorean Theorem and trigonometry.  We were only able to get through one problem because the anticipatory set was time consuming, the student needed a lot of help, and we had to end early to accommodate a meeting.  
Overall, I would say that the lesson was well written and I only wish that we had a little more time to teach it.  The anticipatory set did a good job of revealing the students prior knowledge on the topic.  The problems were taken directly from past Math A exams which I think gets student’s attention.  The rest of the lesson also seemed good but unfortunately we were not able to get very far.  Again it is hard to say what could have made the lesson more engaging because given the ratio of students to teachers we were very engaged with the students.  I don’t think there is much I can say about how to improve this lesson or make things clearer except that maybe some of the early problems could have been a little easier.  Instead of starting the way they did (the students used multiple techniques to find multiple sides and angles), maybe there could have first been a few exercises where the students just identified the Pythagorean Theorem or one part of SOHCAHTOA.  After identifying it, they then could have done a problem using only the concept they had identified. 
I think I learned from this lesson that it is better to be patient and give the students time to think.  With this lesson I made a conscience effort to be a little more relaxed and less aggressive.  I gave the student that I worked with more time to come up with the answer before volunteering information.  Even when I did have to give the student information, I gave her the information through a series of helpful questions.  I think that, overall, this worked better than what I had been doing before.
