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I thought the lesson plan today was rather interesting. The student that I was working with did well with the matching activity for the anticipatory set with the perimeter and area formulas. I thought she guessed at a few of them but she was correct so I tried to ask her why she thought her answers were correct. As we went through the problems on the worksheet I thought it was difficult because I did not have time to work the problems out on my own prior to teaching the lesson and the answer sheet was incorrect for the first problem and then we were told to skip the second problem. I wasn’t sure then if any of the answers were correct so I had to go through with the student, each of the problems myself to see if she was correct. I thought this student did well and I also made sure she knew to study the last five problems on the worksheet because they came directly off of previous Math A exams.


Today’s lesson on parallel lines went well in my group. We had two students today when we began the lesson which I liked much better. One student came to the board to measure the distance between the two lines and concluded they were parallel and then we talked about them. Then we drew a transversal through the lines and then discussed the angles formed by these lines. One student who I assumed had some sort of learning disability or speech problem continuously volunteered answers but would not complete her answers because she thought she was wrong. A few times I would try and get her to continue what she was saying and reassure her that she was on the right track. Both of these students did very well and I thought it went much better overall than the previous lessons.
