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Tuesday’s class went well I thought.  I wish though that the student could have gotten through more problems.  This would have made the RQWQCQ seem not as hard.  I believe that the more problems you do the easier it will be to remember the strategy.  I think that things were not as clear because the student comes so late that we can usually only get to do one or two problems.  I didn’t connect the material to anything because I had never seen this method, but I could have said that you can use this method in any problem solving situation, not just in math.  I thought that the lesson was engaging so I would not have changed anything.  When using the worksheet I choose the more complex problems.  This way hopefully the students can take what they learned doing the harder problems and apply it to the easier problems.  For this lesson the student was actively engaged for the most part, expect for when I explained the method to the student.

Thursday’s class was another class that went smoothly.  I wish that I would have told the student that from the word problems they need to make numeric expressions, which was the point of the lesson.  I asked the student if she remembered what we did on Tuesday.  At first she did not, but once I started asking her questions about it and then she remembered.  I told her that we were going to use that methods and the fact that we were going to make numeric expressions to solve the problems.  The only connection that I had made was to the lesson on Tuesday.  I would not have changed to the lesson.  I thought that it was a good lesson for the students to work on.  It tied the lessons together nicely.  I did not have to change that lesson at all we went though each part and the student worked on the problems and I guided her as she needed it.  I would have had more problems for the student to work on, but you never know how many to have because each student works at a different level.  Some students can get though the problems faster than others.
