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This week at Lafayette I was sick on Monday so I went on Tuesday instead in teach. Because I was working with a different group, I was able to work with a different group of students. As the students started to arrive Jacob began teaching and as the others came in Jackie and I each began working with the others. I had two students that I was working with. Today’s lesson was on proportions. Considering the students that I had arrived a little late, we did get through a good amount of the lesson. I had to help them quite a bit but they caught on and were able to do the problems in the anticipatory set. I know that teaching students about cross multiplying is not a good idea but it confuses them so I found it difficult to try and stay away from that process. The problems in the anticipatory set was easy to show the students that by just multiplying both the numerator and the denominator of the ratio gives you another ratio that is proportional. 


Wednesday was Pi day and I had made up the lesson however, there were barely any students that came! The students that were eventually showing up were a part of the other groups so I had nobody to teach until just about the end of the class time, two students from my group came in. I did not even have a chance to get through the entire anticipatory set which consisted of a brief background of Pi and one example to find the circumference of a circle using Pi. One of the students however knew most of the answers and was shouting them out which was okay although the other students then just relied on her to answer. 


I also went on Thursday to Lafayette and worked with the same group as I did for Tuesday’s lesson. Again there were a few more students than I had had on Wednesday which was better. I got to work with the same two students as I did on Tuesday as well. Today we worked on similar triangles. The anticipatory set was enough to take the whole class time; the students were unable to even just list the six different types of triangles. I had to give them hints, draw the triangles, define them, and then eventually just give them the answer. I was very surprised at this although I guess I shouldn’t be. I thought this whole lesson could have been on just the different types of triangles and their properties.
