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Monday was like many of the other days.  There were not many students but we did get two new students.  These two new students had not done math in almost 2 years they had said.  So when I was talking with them and trying to do the lesson on circles they were having a lot of problems.  The first problem that they were having was that they did not remember how to draw a set of axis.  I had to review with them that the y-axis is vertical and the x-axis was horizontal.  I told them to notice how the y-axis had a long tail that extended down, just like the y-axis was up and down.  Then we had a problem graphing points on the graph.  So I went through that you have a ordered pair (x,y).  By that time, time was up for the day and they left.  The only comment I would have to make about the lesson was the graph paper that was provided with the lesson.  The graph paper was so small that it was not only difficult for the students to read and use, but it was also difficult for me to see what the students were doing.  


Wednesday started off slow.  It was nice though when we had 5 students come in all once, or close to all at once.  The lesson was set up very nice to be able to teach multiple students all at once.  Shannon took Luscious to the side and worked with her since she needs more one on one help.  The rest of the 4 students I worked with and went through the lesson.  They were able to respond to the anticipatory set very well.  They 2 girls that had a problem with the axis’s the other day remembered what I taught them and were able to tell me how to draw the axis.  So that was good.  We were only able to get through the first 3 questions on the worksheet.  With my guidance I was able to get the students to find the slope of a line parallel and perpendicular to the y-axis.  That was all that really happened today.
