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Over the last few weeks, I have realized what works and what doesn’t work.  Lesson plans never go as planned.  So this has been good practice because we need to be able to adapt to any new situation.  This week was our group’s second week to present lesson plans.  For these lesson plans, we were attempting to fine tune the details of it knowing the ability level of our students.


For Tuesday’s lesson, it was a lesson that I created on Quadrilaterals and their diagonals.  While it looked good on paper, I saw some flaws to it after presenting it.  For instance, some of the terminology could have been explained better.  Also, the lesson could have had a better flow to it.  For my next lesson, I hope to have it better organized.  I should read through it a few times to see if it makes sense.  Sarah told me that she uses her lesson on her younger sister to see if she understands it.  Although I do not have any brothers or sisters, I can still try to teach myself with it.

For Thursday’s lesson, we did a lesson on the interior angles of a polygon created by Sarah.  I thought this lesson played out nicely.  It was easy to explain to the students, so it was less stressful for everyone.  I liked how it also involved having the students notice a pattern.  The explicit formula was easy to explain to students.  This would have been a good lesson to adapt to a graphing calculator.

Something that I would like to see happen for future MED 300 classes is to have the students evenly spread out instead of assigned to a particular group at the beginning of the semester. This would be better for the students because they can get more individualized attention, and it would be better for us because we can present our lesson to a variety of students.
