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Tuesday, March 20, 2007: 


In today’s lesson on Quadrilaterals and their Angles, the students that I was working with could answer the first part of the anticipatory set pretty efficiently. They had a problem remembering a parallelogram was included, but could easily explain why a isosceles trapezoid was not. They seemed to rush through the definitions and the true/false questions, but did both answer them correctly. They did however have some difficulty in stating properties of the bisecting angles. I had to ask them if they noticed certain properties and then had them explain. 

During the start of the developmental activity we got through the triangles inside the quadrilaterals and the degree amount inside of the quadrilateral, but only did the first question on the worksheet before time was up.

I liked the lesson, but thought that more needed to be added to the basis of diagonals within a quadrilateral. The students did not seem to be too familiar with those properties.

Thursday, March 22, 2007:

With the lesson for today, Sum of the interior angles, the students and I seemed to enjoy the cut outs. The cut outs got the student to quickly see what was happening with the triangles inside of the figures. They didn’t need much help to finish the chart. Developing the formula was a little tough for the students that I was working with. They could verbally say what was happening but were not able to clearly understand and write a formula.

I really enjoyed this lesson. To no extent would I change anything about it or anything about the way it was done. The students really seemed to get a good understanding of this particular concept.
