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Today we taught the students about circles. This lesson was a last minute decision to teach so I was not completely prepared. I thought it was okay and the students did well with it. The students were circles on graph paper and then had to find the center and the radius of the circle. One problem that I had with that part o the lesson was that the graph paper and the circles were so small it was difficult for me to see if the students were correct or not.  Other than that we really did not have that much time with the students because they have been arriving rather late every day.


For Wednesday’s lesson we taught the students about the slope of a line. The students did okay with the lesson and then I began working with the student that I often get to work with one on one. I thought she was doing well until we got to the problems and she was getting confused and continuously said, “I don’t know.” I was walking her through the problems slowly and giving other examples to try and make it easier for her. We did not get very far before the bell rang and we had to wrap up the lesson. I think it would make things much easier if the students arrived on time and we could begin the lesson with all of the students together, however that has yet to happen!

Today I worked with Jackie and Jake again but Sarah was also there which I had not realized before that she was a part of their group because she had been absent. I got to work with the students a little bit but I did not want to interrupt with them too much because it is their group. The student that Sarah was working with used to be in my group on Monday’s and Wednesday’s but she switched groups. I have not seen this student have very much trouble with any of the lessons that we have taught her. Each time we’d begin, as soon as we got to the worksheet or activity for the day she would go right through it. She almost always had the correct answer when asked a question. I think this student works very well and I enjoyed working with her in my group when she was there.
