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Tuesday’s class went well I thought.  The student seemed to have understood what the lesson was about.  I do wish that I could have made clearer how to place the m&m’s on the circle and the diameter.  This would have given the student better answers when he did the ratio.  The student I believe thought that he could only use the whole m&m’s and that he could have actually have estimated how many it would have taken.  I did not connect the material to anything else.  The student did know what the formula for circumference was so I guess I connected the lesson to prior knowledge.  For the entire lesson the student was actively engaged.  He had to find the diameter and circumference of the circle using m&m’s.  The student told me that he liked doing the activity because he was just not sitting there writing things down.  The only thing that I would have changed is explaining to the student that he/she can estimate the number of m&m’s need for the measurements.  Other than that I thought the lesson was very well plan.  It had the students actively thinking the whole class.

Thursday’s class did not go as well as I would have hoped.  I really didn’t like the lesson plan.  It was way to involved for the little amount of time we had with the students.  I did like the fact that the student could answer almost every question I asked him that had to do with the lesson.  The one thing that I wish I could have told the student was that when finding the area of two rectangles and then adding them together and finding the area of a rectangle with the sum of the other two rectangles will always be the same.  With this lesson the student used what he learned the day before and in pervious lessons to do the activity.  The student did almost of the work himself.  I only helped when he asked me a question or when he I need to explain something to him that was not understanding or that I just needed to explain.  I modified the lesson by just doing more area and circumference problems.  I really didn’t think that the student would have been able to do the volume of a cylinder.  He just started to master the concept of area, so giving him something else would have made him to confused I believe. I would have had the lesson involve more of what we were doing in the anticipatory set.  The student seemed to like it and understand what he was doing.  I believe that the lesson was good if it was being taught somewhere else where students were at that thinking level.
