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Tuesday’s and Thursday’s Math A review session went fairly well.  Our usual students showed up and we also had an addition to Thursday’s session!  

In Tuesday’s lesson, we taught quadrilaterals and their angles.  We gave the students the T/F worksheet (on properties of quadrilaterals) and had them read it over for a minute or so.  We then asked the students to come to the board and draw the different quadrilaterals, explaining the properties of each.  Some of our students had a hard time describing the properties of each.  A couple of our students got caught up in the differences between a square and a rhombus.  We had to keep reiterating the properties of the two quadrilaterals for them to understand.  After we went over the anticipatory set, we started to look at some of the multiple choice questions.  We only got through a few.  It seems every time we get on a role, its time to pack up and go.  I wish the students would come on time! Overall, I felt that this lesson was well-put together, but the students had troubles comprehending.  I think that this sort of lesson should be done over a couple days.  This way, the students can concentrate on a few quadrilaterals and their properties in one day, and others the next day.  

For Thursday’s lesson, we taught the sum of interior angles of polygons.  For the anticipatory set, we gave the students two triangles and a square.  They were asked to see if they could use the triangles to make a square.  This was very easy for all of them.  So, they soon came up with the fact that the interior angles of a triangle equaled 180 degrees, and two triangles made up a square, so the interior angles of a square equaled 360 degrees.  The students did a great job finding the triangles within each polygon and they also observed several patterns in the chart.  They established a formula that could be used to predict the sum of the interior angles in any polygon and tested it to see if it was accurate.  The students were also able to finish the multiple choice questions.  I think that the students did a really good job with today’s lesson.  Many of them remembered this topic, so they were able to answer the questions fairly easy.  I love when we have a successful session! I felt really good afterwards and I hope the students remember these facts for the exam!
