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Today we worked on Order of Operations with the students. When we started the anticipatory set question, most of the students seemed to know and follow the order of operations. There was only one student who did the problem incorrectly and got a wrong answer. First I asked a student who got the wrong answer what their answer was and asked them to explain how they solved it. As that student was explaining, another student chimed in to explain to them what was done wrong. I said that it was good of the other student to help the first student, but that they needed to wait till the first student was done explaining. At this point I asked the students if they had ever heard of PEMDAS. They all agreed and told me what it stood for. Since one student, out of the few that I was working with, did the anticipatory problem wrong I had all the students work on the Operations 2 worksheet. 

My mistake here was that I should have just given the Operations 2 worksheet to the student who did the anticipatory question wrong and the others should have received the Operations 1 worksheet. I say this because those students who knew what to do were not challenged by the Operations 2 worksheet and were not as focused. Even though, those students did end up completing both of the worksheets.
