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On Tuesday there was no school.  In Thursday’s class I felt that it was a little frustrating for me.  The student knew what to do, but every new problem he did he told me he didn’t know how to start the problem.  I would have liked to make clearer how a not equal to 0 and b not equal to 0(zero product property) ties into factoring, but there never seems to be enough time.  If there was class on Tuesday I would have made the connection that this is another way that we can distribute.  The first five minutes I lectured to the student.  This was to show him what to do.  The rest of the time he did the work himself, unless he has a question.  I would have connected the a not equal to 0 and the b not equal to 0(zero product property) into the factoring because the student didn’t understand why we did the first part of the activity.  Next time I would have the student I would have the student try the problem before I started to work on it with him.  Because once I start I feel that the student thinks he can just sit there and I will give him all the answers.
