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Today at Lafayette the topic was scientific notation. At the beginning there were three of us teaching one student. We took turns doing the examples from the anticipatory set and explaining the process. Once we had gotten through that much other students started to arrive. We each worked with one student and I started from the beginning with my student. I enjoy working with this student in particular because I feel like I am accomplishing something. She understands the information to an extent but repeatedly says, “I don’t know.” I continuously tell her not to say that because I know she does understand it but she is afraid to answer or answer incorrectly. I also feel like she likes when I go over things because she always asks if I will be there the next day!


The students arrived rather late today so we did not get very far at all during our lesson. The topic was solution sets of a line; I think we should have had an entire lesson on how to graph a line prior to this! One student in particular who usually understands the lessons we have done had a much harder time answering our questions. She did not know what the slope or y-intercept of a line was which I thought was very surprising. I started with an example of a linear equation for her to graph but she had a problem with that so I wrote the general equation for a linear equation: y=mx+b. From this she was able to answer a little better. Again, other students arrived later so each of us worked with one or two of the students. When students are having difficulty answering the questions or doing the worksheets, I have found it easier to work with them individually.
