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Monday:


It was another interesting day at Lafayette because I had not received the lesson until that morning.  The lesson was on graphing a line using a calculator.  I worked with one student for about 5 minutes.  Lot of the lesson was calculator based and I found it much easier for the student to understand and use the calculator.  Everything that I did on the calculator the student was able to repeat with much accuracy.  Although the student was able to repeat the steps I had her write them down so that she would be able to recall the information at a later time.  But I think that having the calculator in her hand and her watching what I was doing and then doing the steps helped her learn better.  

Wednesday:


Today’s lesson was on slopes of a line.  The two students that I had did not seem to want to work.  They looked tiered and indifferent to what I was saying.  So every time the students would say “I don’t know” I would say “try to give me at least one time where you remember seeing it.”  I was hoping that the girls would be able to recall some past information so that they would be able to make some connection.  I had to go through and review the line formula and how to find slope.  Once I did this, the students were able to work through the first parts of the lesson with a little more ease.  My hope is that they made a connection with what I had them recall and what I had just taught them.
