Tuesday, April 17, 2007: 


With today’s lesson, Let’s get this Straight, the students did very good with all the questions and discussion in the anticipatory set. The student’s that I worked with could see that the call coded NC was different from the rest and even debated with each other about the difference in rates between the NC call and a EC call that was similar in amount. 

The next part in the developmental activity was more of prompting the students on how to do the particular thing with the calculator than looking at the data plots. This just seemed too advanced for these particular students. In that sense, we didn’t get much farther than looking at the graph before time ran out.
Thursday, April 19, 2007:

In the lesson for today, Permutations, the anticipatory set worked very well. The students quickly understood what the problem was asking and what the answers were. They were also quick to pick up on the way to solve these permutations. But, the students were not familiar with the notation that was shown for permutations.

The only hold up with this lesson was that it took a little longer for the students to understand the permutation 7 choose 3. They wanted to keep going with 7! but finally understood the concept that they were choosing 3 so it had to be 7*6*5. Due to time constraints we didn’t make it through the entire worksheet.
