Monday 4-16-07


Toady my group and I had three students.  All three students came late and we only 10-15 minutes to work with.  So we each worked with one student.  The student only had time to go over the anticipatory set.  The student was able to graph the different equations on the graphing calculator.   This let the student see what would happen to the graph when the slope was changed.  The student was able to see the effect the slope had on the graph.  The student was able to figure out that the slope of the graph will be steeper as the value of the slope increases.  Also, that a negative slope causes the graph to decrease.  We only had about two minutes to go over the formula of finding slope from two points.
