Today, at Lafayette we taught the lesson that I wrote involving the slope of a line and the use of a graphing calculator. Overall I thought the lesson went very well. For the anticipatory set we focused on the graphing calculator. We had the students enter different values for the equations, y=mx+b into their calculator and observe how the values change the graph of a line. After we had them look specifically at “m” in the equation y=mx+b. We defined slope and went over how to compute the slope of a line.
For the most part the students did well with the lesson. I worked specifically with Larry on the lesson and he did a great job. He was familiar with slope and how to use the formula y2-y1/x2-x1. One thing I had to tell him was to be sure to enter parentesis around fractions when graphing, I also reminded the 2 other students in our groups as well. 

Date: Wednesday, April 19, 2007


Today, we continued with another lesson involving the slope of a line. I thought it was great how our group wrote our lessons because we introduced slope on Monday and then had the opportunity to go back today and work with the idea again. The students did well with this lesson. However, due to the amount of time we only had the opportunity to work with the anticipatory set. In the anticipatory set we had them fill out a semantic map on y=mx+b. It allowed the students to refresh their memory on the equation of a line as well as on the terms slope and y-intercept. The girl I worked with today did very well filling out the organizer. I also had her write down examples when we discussed y-intercept because she was a bit confused about it at first. Overall, the lesson went well and I felt that the student I worked with had a good understanding of the ideas that were presented.
