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Monday: Today’s was on solution sets to inequalities.  The student’s objectives were to be able to solve inequalities and learn how to represent the solution set on a number line.  The anticipatory set started out having the students solve and equation for a given variable.  The students easily knew how to solve this equation.  Then after going over how to get and inequality and how to draw a number line representation of the inequality.  The students seemed to have some prior knowledge of this subject so the lesson flowed pretty well.  The students had a little trouble when the inequality was written in a different form like -4<X and X>-4.  We spent extra time with the students going over various ways to read the in equality.  I showed them how I go about it and that was to read it out like a sentence because by doing so you can make sense of the inequality.
Wednesday:   Today’s lesson was a fun activity that involve M&M’s (manipulative) where the students would be exploring percents, fractions, decimal values and also ratios with the aid of M&M’s.  The students started out by us asking them “what do you think the most common color is? “And “do you think there is a fixed number of each color in every bag?” The students got about half way through the work sheet.  This lesson seemed to be a great review of ratio’s and percents and making it fun.  The students really enjoyed being able to use the M&M’s as manipulative and they were great visual aids for the students.  For the students that had some problems understanding a question we could have the students with there hands divide up the colors and set up the various questions that were asked and then the students could physically count the number of the M&M’s to set up there answers.
