Today we only had two students who came late.  My group and I only had about 15 minutes to work with them.  I was able to get through the anticipatory set.  I was only able to get both equations set up with variables with the student I was working with.  Then I had to explain to the student how they would go about in finding the two unknown variables because of little time we had.  Students are not going to learn that much if you are trying to cram some much information in so little time. They really needed more time to work for this lesson, but every minute does count on the positive side.

Wednesday 4-25-07 

Today my group and I had only one student.  They came late like usual.  We were able to go over the anticipatory set.  I liked the anticipatory se because it related to the real world.  Then we went over only one of the work sheets.  The work sheets needed a protractor and a rule but we didn’t have them because of a miscommunication problem.  So we hade the student use a piece of paper to measure the sides of the triangle and gave each side a measurement.  Then we used these measurements to measure the other triangles.  The student was able to see that the corresponding sides of all three triangles were the same in measurement.  So the student was able to conclude that the triangles were all congruent and that all the corresponding angles also had to be the same in measure because the triangles were congruent.  The student had some problems with the ratio of the sides of congruent triangles being one to one.  We had to show the student another example of triangles that were 2 to 1 and the student then was able to understand it better.  Even though we did not have all the materials/tools needed for the lesson we were still able to teach the lesson and have the student get something out of it.
