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Today, April 24th we played Quadrilateral Jeopardy in class and it worked out so well.  I was really impressed because even though the students came in at different times they sat down, were caught up individually (with out interrupting the game) and then were easily integrated in.  Each student got a turn to pick a category and all were participating in the answers.  Students that normally it is hard to get anything out of were volunteering there answers.  It was amazing to see them there and it felt like a real class.  I think this was really beneficial because this lesson allowed everything to be connected, i.e. they could now see that a square is a rectangle, which is a parallelogram.  They were also given the graphic organizer and descriptions of each of the quadrilaterals discussed which if they keep them will come in handy.  I was very happy with the lesson overall and can’t wait to do something similar in a future class.


Today, April 26th we reviewed real world applications of equations and inequalities.  I was working with this girl (who I have had the pleasure now of working with for the past several weeks) and I really think that we had a break through.  The break through was with her feeling comfortable with me and being able to ask questions instead of just saying I don’t know.  We were only able to get through the first question but it was very successful because I showed her a new way to find the x value in equations with more than one variable.  Instead of solving for x then substituting in I was able to explain to her how to subtract equations.  I was really happy because she actually kind of understood and I know that we have to work on solving for a single variable equation before she can move on.  I hope to show her next week a new way to solve for single variable equations one that will help her understand what to do.
