Today my group and I had four students who came late.  We gave each of the students a page from an old Math A Exam and had them do the problems on their sheet.  My group and I helped the students who needed help.  The students were able to get the correct answer for most of the problems.  Some of the students understood how to do the problem and set up the problem right, but made some simple mistakes like adding or multiplying wrong.  So we told the students to use a calculator to help limit this or to go back and check all their work.  Also some of the students got stuck or didn’t now what to do, so I told them to skip that problem and to move on with the next problems.  That they can go back and retry the problem so they do not waste their time. 

Wednesday 5-2-07 


Today my group and I had only three students.  They came late like usual.  I worked one of the students one on one.  The student never took a Math A Exam.  So I explain each of the four parts.  I told the student what each part is worth, what type questions are asked, and what each part is looking for.  So I gave the student some part II questions to work on.  The student was able to solve the first question because they did not know what formula to use to solve the question.  Once I told the student, the student was able to solve the question.  Then we went over how the question is graded with the scoring rubric.  The student knows how to calculate, but does not know all the times what formulas to use.  For the other question the student worked on the student was not showing all their work.  I showed the student in the grading rubric that they would not get full credit unless they show all their work.  The student got the right answer, but does not show all the work.  Also I told the student to do each of the questions in parts and make sure they take enough time to recheck their work so they do not make simple calculation errors.  The student thanked me and said it helped them by going over the part II questions.
