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Tuesday lesson was very good for the students.  One thing that I do wish that I could have made clearer was that they should show all work.  The more work they show the more points they could possible get.  I did tell the student to write down everything that they know about the problem.  I also told them to make sure that they read the problem a few times just to make sure that they understand what they need to do to get the answer.  I did not connect this lesson to anything else.  This lesson was used mainly to prepare the students for taking the math A exam.  I guess that I did connect the lesson to old math A exams.  This allow the students to see how they would have been scored if that was the exam that they were taking.   The one thing that I would have changed is that I would not have the students do all the problems. I would have picked one or two and focused on those.  The students seem to do better if they are not given so much to look at.  This lesson had the students working on there own and only getting help after they had tried the problem.  We wanted to see how well the students could do on their own before we helped them with the question.  I don’t think that I would make the lesson any more engaging because the students are already doing the work on their own.  This lesson is good for students that are preparing to take the exam.


Thursdays Lesson was another lesson on the written questions for the math A exam.  Last time I forget to tell the students to write down as much as possible.  So this time I told the students that they should write down as much as possible.  This way they can get as much credit as possible.  Every point counts when taking these types of exams.  Once again I connect this lesson to old math A exams.  The students could answer the questions as they would if it was an exam and then we would tell them how well they would have done.  If they would have done poorly then we go over the question with them to hopefully make them see that if they would have done it differently then they could have received more credit.  This lesson had the students working on there own to try and answer the question correctly with all the appropriate work.  I would not change this lesson because it worked out great in class.  There were only two problems and we were able to get through all of them with the answers and how they did.  I really liked this type of lesson because it allows the students to see how they would have done if they were taking the exam now.
