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Today, at Lafayette High School we spent time going over part II and part III problems from the NYS Math A Regents Exam. We discussed with the students the 4 parts of the exam and how many points each part is worth. We then presented them with examples of Part II and III problems and had them work it out. We only had time to get through one problem but the girl that I worked with solved a problem involving the Pythagorean Theorem. She had to find the length of the missing side of a triangle. At first she didn’t really know where to start, but once she new to use the Pythagorean Theorem she solved the problem correctly. After she solved it I had her look at the rubric for that specific problem as if it were to be graded on the exam. I asked what grade she would give herself for her answer to the problem. I thought the lesson went well and it was a good review for the students for their exam.
