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Commentary on Lesson for March 13th
· I picked this lesson because I enjoyed the way it made the students learn how to define a proportion and showed them when it was ok to cross multiply. The particular group of students that we worked with seemed to think you could cross multiply anything that resembled a proportion. This lesson showed them the correct situation and how to cross multiply.
· In this lesson, the activities and worksheets that the students had to complete were reflective of questions and tasks they may have to perform on the state assessment exams.

· I have never liked the idea of cross multiplication, but in this lesson it defined the specific cases in which cross multiplication can occur. This helped me to rethink the idea of teaching cross multiplication. I have become more open to it, but realize that I will have to be cautious to make sure that the students understand when they can and cannot use it.
· As I had said above, this lesson may be good, other than to teach proportions, to use in a way that the students can investigate when and how to use cross multiplication.
