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Commentary on Lesson for March 29th
· I chose to include this lesson because it is a good way to see where your students’ abilities are at in regards to solving word problems. It is also helpful on the end of the students because it can show them a different way to approach a problem other than a direction they were previously taught.
· This lesson will also help the students to be aware of what the questions are looking for. They can then breakdown each problem and be able to see what is required of them to complete the problem correctly and completely. This applies to the state assessment and scoring guidelines.

· This lesson helped me to take a step back and look more closely into the problems. The students also showed me that each of them, coming from a different background of teachers and learning, that not everyone has the same method of solving word problems. I had also never heard of RQWQCQ before, so it brought some new terminology to my attention.
