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Commentary on Lesson for March 6th 
· This lesson is included because it is the very basis of operations that the students will all have to learn. This is a lesson that will be referred back to for years. I also liked the setup of it.
· The developmental activity breaks the lesson down so that each student on each level will be able to discover and understand the concept at hand. The lesson itself breaks down what the teacher sees. If a particular student needs more practice or doesn’t understand the concept as quickly as another student, the lesson helps guide the teacher to re-enforce the learning of that student. While others can continue, at their own pace, and then refine their understanding by doing previously tested problems.

· This lesson showed me how to break down a lesson plan format to give attention to everyone. The students who need more help will get it and the students who understand the concept can move on to practice past regents questions. It is always good to understand that there is going to be many different learning levels within your classroom and you have to be able to work with that.
