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Commentary on Lesson for March 22nd 
· In this lesson I liked how the use of manipulatives motivated the students to collect data, notice or recognize a pattern and use their own conjectures to derive the formula. It is a very complex idea but is very easy to break down wit the help of the manipulatives.
· This lesson was chosen to represent an appropriate form or use of manipulatives and I agree that it does just that.

· From this lesson I noted that there is always some way to take a complex concept, such as finding the sum of the interior angles of polygons, and breaking it down so that the concept becomes easier for the students to recognize and develop. Also that manipulatives are great ways to help the student develop and test conjectures that they derive.
· I thought the development of the ideas, by the students, in this lesson was excellent and I will definitely make use of this lesson in the future.
