I learned that teaching is a lot more work then I had originally thought.  I have tutored friends before.  That is nothing like it is to be in the classroom.  I need to figure out how to manage the time for the amount of information that I want to get covered.    Today for example, the class was almost over and covered a little over half of the information that I wanted to cover.  I would also like to know what the students are thinking. One thing I would like to know is if the students really understand the material that I am trying to convey to them.  Another thing is being in the classroom every other day.  The people that are there the next day might not be really sure how you covered the material.  I could solve a problem one way and the people the next day might show the students how to solve the material differently.  This might confuse the students.  The students might put the two methods together and not be able to solve the material.  

I think that the material might not have been as clear as I would have wanted because I did not get enough problems solved as I would hake liked.  I could have covered more material if I had better managed my time.  If I covered more material then I would have a better understanding if the understood the material.  I would have been able to watch the students solve the problems and explain the reasons on why the student had solved the problem the way that they chose.
I believe that I had connected the material with the students’ prior knowledge.  When the students were solving problems I had asked students what they had worked on all week.  For example, today when the students’ were solving problems with the distributive property and they were having problems with what to do I asked the students’ what they worked on yesterday.  The students still had some problems so I wrote on the board a problem that they had solved yesterday and asked them what they should do.  The students told me the correct answer so I had then asked them what they think they should do to get this answer.  This was working with the distributive property. Also, the students knew how to solve basic algebra problems, and then I made the problems harder for the students to solve.  

I have had the students actively engage in the lessons.  I have had the students come up to the board and solve problems.  The students had to solve the problems on their own I would give the students some guidance while they were solving the problem on the board.  I would have the students give their input on how there fellow classmates had solved the problems.  I might have been able to get the student that did not want to participate in the lesson at all to engage in the lesson.    
I asked the students how they had solved similar problems to get them to think about how to solve the problem at hand.   I would point at specific parts of the problem and ask them what they think it looks like and how they should solve the problem.  The students responded on what they should do, but when they tried to solve the problem they had made some mistakes.  When the student solved the problem I would ask the rest of the group what they thought of the answer that was given.  If they thought the answer was wrong I would ask them what the mistake was and how to correct the problem.  This student would then go to the board and correct the problem.
