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Lafayette Week 10

This week we went over properties of quadrilaterals.  On Tuesday we had a pretty straightforward lesson describing the properties of each quadrilaterals involving their angles, sides, and diagonals. I do not know if the game was really that effective of a review.  However it seemed that by the end of class the majority of the students were getting into the game and maybe if this was not the first time we had done the game it may have had a little bit more of an overall appeal.
