This week was interesting to say the least.  We worked with the kids on solving quadratics.  Instead of using foil to teach the kids we used the box method of solving quadratics on Tuesday.  At first I wasn’t thrilled with it. However as I was used the method with the students I understand why it is easier for students to use to solve a quadratic then the guess and check method.  The kids seem to still have a hard time understanding the material.  I think that quadratics are hard for students to understand since it is hard to link the topic to concepts they have prior understanding of.  Thursday we introduced the quadratic formula to some of the students to give them another way of solving quadratics.  One student kept on saying that she wasn’t sure where we were getting the steps or the answer.  When I worked with her on Friday one on one she got the process on why we would use the formula.   On Thursday we also showed students how to find a quadratic formula from the solutions.  I think the students got the concept however, I also think that it was weird for them to do the algebra steps backwards.  Overall I think the lessons were alright however I think that when I have to introduce solving quadratics to another group of students I may try to find a different approach.
