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Week two at Lafayette went a lot better than week one.  We were a lot more prepared for the adaptation of our lessons knowing that not many of the students have beecn coming on a regular basis.  I also thought we did a better job working with the students individually on their own level of understanding.


Tuesday went surprisingly well.  Greg and I only had one student in our group, which made things extremely easy.  The student we had is very smart and seemed a bit bored with.  He’s really been the only student attending on a regular basis, which made things easy on us.  He flew through many of the problems with ease and was eager to learn more.  We actually go to touch onto Wednesday’s lesson on Tuesday, which was surprising because last week we were behind a day.  But only having one student there wasn’t very helpful for the rest of the week’s lesson.

Today’s lesson went okay.  It wasn’t horrible but it wasn’t great either.  Raymond was there, along with another girl who’s there on a pretty regular basis, but we had a girl just join our group today.  It was hard having two people know what’s going on and having another student be so far behind.  I guess it was really an eye opener to what a real classroom would be like.  In a classroom would be a mix of students on different levels rather than having everyone together.  It was a great way for Greg and I to have to mix things up and make sure everyone was understanding what was going on.  At one point, I just took Raymond aside and worked on the harder problems in today’s lesson.  That would be something that I would do in my classroom.  If one of my students was that advanced I’d have them work independently on something that was more their level so they weren’t bored and not paying attention to the task at hand.


This week I really learned about adapting my lesson to the situation.  I’m never going to know how many students are going to attend, or what information they are going to know.  I’m just going to need to know how to adjust my lesson plan accordingly and just move on with the information at a pace that the students need me to be.  My goal should be their understanding and now to much my lesson and getting through it.
