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This week at Lafayette was definitely an experience.  It was our first week of writing a lesson and I learned a lot about team work, implementing a lesson and planning a successful lesson.  I’m hoping with how this week went, our next lesson that we need to write will flow smoother and run a lot better.


Our topic for this week’s lesson was parallel lines and their angles.  I had never written a lesson that actually had to be implemented.  It was a lot different to write a lesson and carry it out, then to just write a hypothetical lesson that went perfectly in my head.  We were right on track all week.  Our group had regular attendance and our students seemed to catch on pretty well.  I didn’t think that our lesson had many problems or difficulties.  But when I heard how the other groups struggled through, I was surprised.  I was in such a mind set about “our students” and didn’t realize that the other students in the class were on such different levels and had different background knowledge on the material.  We did struggle as a whole trying to write the lesson for the week.  I wasn’t sure what would be too much information to put into four days, or what would be too little and have the students be bored.  I learned that what we think is going to fit into a 40 minute period might not due to questions or the extensive knowledge of the students.


As a whole though, I didn’t think that the week went terribly bad.  For the most part we had the same students come to class consistently throughout the week.  I was a bit concerned today when Ms. McNichol informed us that our lessons now need to consist of three days of instruction and one day of review.  I don’t think that that would’ve been a good plan for this week.  But, on the other hand, I didn’t think that throwing today’s lesson about slope and the equation of a line really fit with this week’s overall concept.  I thought it was a step in the right direction, but I think that there needed to be more of an introduction to just exactly the equation of a line was and more investigation into slope itself.  Once again, it went pretty well in my group, but hearing from the other teachers, their students didn’t understand the information at hand quite as well.  So the next time we right a lesson plan we have learned a few things on what to do and what not to do.

Writing my first implemented lesson was a learning experience.  I think that from now on I will be learning more things from all of the lessons that are actually conducted from one of my lesson plans.  Time constraints, knowledge of the students and attendance of the students play a huge role in the successfulness of the lesson at hand and I will have to be taking all of those factors and more into account when writing and conducting my next lesson plan.
