That Wednesday I was still a little nervous, I was wondering if I had a group of 6 kids if I would be able to keep them on the same page. I think that’s when Aviana made her first appearance to our group. She was smart, but in a hurry to learn the stuff that only she didn’t understand. So while the rest of the class and myself are on one page, she would be telling me “go over this, now go over this, get to this,…” It was awkward because I often wondered how to go about this familiar problem. So the only thing I could do was just say wait, and try to get her to go over the stuff she claimed she knew again to see if she really had it down pact. For the most part she did, but she showed how she was very hasty with the problems as well which lead to minor mistakes. 

For the most part on this day, it felt like I was more one on one teaching with everybody for a good part of the lesson. I had to find a way to get everyone back on the same page. Next time I’m going to try to go through the lesson step by step, and then give time to have everybody who’s falling behind or having difficulty catch up, and in this process the faster kids can help them out as well.
