The students are adjusting very well to our teaching styles and picking up on the information really well.  Along with the students adjusting to us I think we are learning more about our students and what more specifically their needs are.


This week being a short week helped a bit with the students keeping their minds on task and they really seemed to understand the material.  Raymond and Yanira were the only ones to show up this week.  I’m not sure what happened to the rest of the group but I am a bit nervous about catching them up when they do return.  Raymond and Yanira are realy understanding the material though.  Although our group is really understanding the  material, I’m not sure if the rest of the class is doing the same.  Mrs. McNichol asked me a lot this week for the grades again.  I’m not sure if the rest of the class isn’t giving her their grades, but I’m just not sure what she expects.  I’m still just not sure what to make of her  quite yet.  I offered to get her email address to email her grades and she seemed a bit defensive.  I think she likes us being there, I’m just not sure how to read her.  

There is one thing that I thought of this week with the students.  Our kids asked us today what we were doing over the weekend.  I guess I’m just not sure on the line of professionalism with the students and being friendly versus being too much of a friend with them and not enough of an authority figure.  A part of me wants to talk to them like they’re a friend or a younger siblings friend, but then I don’t want the students to treat me as a friend.  On the other hand, I don’t want to come off cold and disinterested in what is going on in their lives outside of what we see.
