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Well this week went pretty well. We stayed on track the whole week and the students seemed to understand. On Tuesday only two out of the four showed up. Sadly they are the only two I ever see anymore. My group member taught on Tuesday so I was in the background observing the students and making sure they were on track while she taught. If they had any questions or looked puzzled I would help them so she didn’t have to stop and the day flowed smoothly. 


On Thursday, I taught for the day and my partner did what I did on Tuesday. This day was really a review day for the quiz on Friday. I had a few drawings on the board, three triangles and a set of lines. The triangles were an equilateral, a scalene and an isosceles and the lines were parallel and a perpendicular. I was going to have the students write down everything they new about these but they started whipping out the facts pretty fast so I felt they new them well enough. Then I passed out the review for the quiz and they started on it with no problem. One of the students got a little behind so my partner went over and helped her out while I worked with the other student. The only problem I had during the day was when I was helping the student on the last problem. I don’t know what went wrong but I was doing the problem on the board and I saw a confused look on the student’s face. He kept mentioning, “I thought this was the way you did it”, but I was only half listening. Then the problem didn’t work out and I immediately thought “Am I doing something wrong?” Then I looked at the problem and I wasn’t even close. I corrected myself did the problem right but felt really bad that I totally confused the student. I learned a lesson today. I should double check myself and listen to the students when they suggest something.
