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So it’s only taken us about four weeks or so, but I think Greg and I are finally getting the hang of this teaching thing.  This was another week for us to write the lessons and it went a lot smoother.  Once we got the schedule down of three informational days and one review day everything got put together very well.


Tuesday’s lesson went very well.  We had our typical three kids, Aveona, Raymond and Yanira.  These guys are still coming to class on a pretty regular basis and seem to be doing just fine in class.  They flew through the worksheet and had a really good grasp on the isosceles triangle information.  This was the first week that we were right on task with our schedule of the lessons.  We didn’t have to do any of the previous day’s material at all this week.  The one thing that we did notice was the students’ confusion when the isosceles triangles weren’t drawn in the typical way with the base angles on the bottom.  They understood the concepts and properties, but the pictures would confuse them.  In order to solve this problem we just had the kids turn their papers so the triangles were the way they liked them.


Thursday went really well also.  Aveona was missing, but she had mentioned something about ISS on Tuesday.  Once again the students really didn’t struggle with the material.  They understood the geometry aspects, but I did notice them struggling with the setting up of the equations.  The students seemed to know what they needed to do, but weren’t exactly sure how to write it in an equation to make it work.  Raymond noticed a very useful thing about isosceles triangles.  He showed Yanira that if the vertex angle was given, just subtract that from 180 and divide the answer by 2 to find the measure of the base angles.  It was like a light bulb went off and she got it.  She told me that she had thought about doing it that way but thought that she had to set up the equations.  They both finished early with the lesson again.  

It’s really hard to judge for our group when writing the lessons.  Our group seems to understand most of the material but we need to keep in mind that we only have two kids.  The other groups didn’t get as far as we did.  It’s difficult to judge how much to put onto a worksheet because depending on the group, depends on how much material they get through.  I think what I might start doing is coming up with extra problems just in case the groups finish early.
