Through this weeks experience I learned a couple of things that may be helpful from this point on. One being to be prepared to teach things not included in the lesson. As there are times that the questions asked may reach beyond the information that has been taught. I must be able to give an efficient answer without confusing the student while knowing they do not have the base to answer the question in it’s entirely. 
There was a point in the class in which I was trying to explain how to use the cosine function and found that I had assumed that the students knew that I meant cosine of an angle. I found that I had to go over this again to clarify that cos(x) = opposite/ hypotenuse. This was easily seen with the use of the calculator so that saved myself some time. One thing that I wish I could have made clearer was what was meant by cosine, sine, and tangent. Such as what is a Sine of an angle and how is it calculated.

The material was connected to the student’s prior knowledge on Monday so the lesson was easily picked up by the students. They remember aspects of what was going on so it was picked up quickly. I did not connect the knowledge with other contents which has been an ongoing problem. It may be that I am not sure where to pull in the other contents. 

The students were engaged in the work primarily on Monday because of the group that I had, compared to Wednesday with one student who was able to complete all of the work in half the time and another student in which it was her first day. On Monday the students interacted well with each other and with myself. They were able to use this to build information off of each other. 

I believe both of these lessons were amazing and cannot think of anything to change in the lesson plan itself. I would try to move the beginning of the lesson quicker through so that there is more time to complete bring the class to a close.
