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This week has gone better then last week for the most part.  On Monday I had a student that did not want to participate.  When I had given the students time to try and solve the problems on their own time the student had chose to read the paper.  Ms. McNichol told the student to put the paper away and he told her that he was not going to do anything but read the paper.  When we went of the solutions to the problems that the students were solving then he put his paper a way and watch how a problem was solved.  After the student seen how one problem was solved I then asked the student how I would solve the next problem and he told me how to set up the proportion and how to get the correct answer.  From this I had been able to see that he understood the material that I was teaching to the class.   

I had engaged the students in the lesson.  The students had to solve the problems and explain to the other students how they have received the answer.  I had the other students tell me if they agree with the answer that the students have given.  If they did not agree I had them explain to me and the other students what they believe the mistake that the student had made.  The students have come to an agreement when the answer was wrong and noticed the mistake that they had made.    I think that I could have made the lesson more engaging.  I could have brought in a model of a car and compared it to a real car.  I could have put the students in to a group and had them solve the work in a corporative setting.  I would have assigned titles and jobs assignments to the students. I might change the plans for working with similar triangles by having the students compose the definition of what similarity from measuring the angles and sides of the triangles and setting up proportions so the material that we have covered is intertwined with the material that I was covering today.  Then I would have the students solve problems dealing with similarity and tell the class what they have done and see if the class agrees.  At this time I will clear up any misconceptions.
