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This week at Lafayette went very well.  I was able to use two different teaching techniques.  On Monday, I used the overhead projector for the first time.  It was very easy to use and allowed the lesson to run smoothly.  I copied the worksheets being used in the lesson before class in the math office.  Having the worksheets on overheads really helped keep the students on track because they could follow along while I was going it.  Also, it was easy for students to come up to the overhead to fill in answers.  Although this was a new way of demonstrating the lesson, students still complained about being bored.  With that in mind, and having to change Wednesday’s lesson, I decided to create a jeopardy game for the entire class to play and see how they reacted to it.

Today went great!! All the students were motivated and participating.  Playing the game and competing against one another really helped the students get involved in the lesson.  There were a few things that I noticed during the lesson that I will take into consideration next time a game is played:
· Allow a certain amount of time to answer the questions.  This will give a fair amount of time for groups to answer their questions and also keep the game going so the entire game can be finished.

· I’m not sure how, but make sure all students are contributing to the groups answer. In some groups today, only one student would do the problem and the rest of the group would rely on them to get the right answer.

· Finally, I should have made the questions a little less complicated or work involved.  It was taking students too long to answer some of the questions.
