Lesson: Triangle Review

Grade Level: 10

Materials: White Board and Markers, Pencil and Notebook

Lesson Overview: This lesson will reinforce key terms and properties about triangles that were learned earlier in the week and will also serve as a review of material from earlier in the semester.

Lesson Objectives: By the end of this lesson, students will be able to demonstrate their understanding of triangles and parallel lines by being able to deduce unknown angles from ones that are given by identifying unique characteristics of particular triangles.

NYS Standards: 4A. Represent problem situations symbolically by using algebraic expressions, sequences, tree diagrams, geometric figures and graphs.

Anticipatory Set: (2 - 4 minutes) Have the students brainstorm as many vocabulary words as they can remember pertaining to triangles, parallel lines and slopes of lines.  After all of the ideas of the group have been exhausted, quickly go over the words and make sure that each student is comfortable with the words.  This should all be a review so it should not take too much time.

Developmental Activity: (30 minutes) Give the students a copy of the worksheet entitled Triangle Review and More, which will be provided.  Allow the students to work in pairs and as they complete the worksheet.  If they seem to get stuck at all along the way, work with the students individually to assist where possible.  If many students are getting stuck at the same place, work through the problem on the white board as a group.

Closure: (5 minutes) Make sure the students all have the correct answers.  Answer any last minute questions they might have.  Let them know that there will be a quiz on similar material tomorrow (Friday).   

Assessment: (40 minutes) Informal assessment will be ongoing throughout the class.  The teacher will be able to observe the student’s progress as they complete the worksheet.  Formal assessment will take place in the form of a quiz that will be administered during Friday’s class.
