Isosceles Triangle Review
Grade 10

Materials: -White board
-Markers
-Pencil
-Worksheet

Lesson Overview:  Students will solidify their understanding of isosceles triangles and their properties by reviewing the material covered earlier in the week and completing an accompanying worksheet.

Lesson Objectives: Students will be able to demonstrate their understanding of Isosceles triangles by being able to identify the uniqueness of the properties of isosceles triangles.

Anticipatory Set (5 min)—Hand out review worksheet.  Have the students list everything they have learned about isosceles triangles.  From here compose their own definition and write it on the review worksheet.
Developmental Activity (30 min)—Hand out the review worksheet. 

Have the students work in pairs to complete the sheet.  If they have any questions throughout the problems, go over them as a group.
Closure (5 min)—Have the students accumulate a list of important things about isosceles triangles and triangles in general that they think might be on the test for Friday.
Assessment:  (ongoing) –The assessment will be ongoing throughout the lesson.  The teacher will help the students with any problems throughout the worksheet and will be able to see the students’ progress.  A formal assessment will be a quiz on Friday.
