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Summary:


This unit focuses on the applications of division. It focuses on identifying rate and ratio comparison, and applying different methods to solve these problems. Students first recognize the difference between real-number division and integer division and learn to apply both methods to the problems that require one method or the other. Students will learn how and when to compute rates, as well as ratios. Some important rules of division are developed such as, division of fractions, and division with negative numbers. Students will recognize how to set up and apply proportions in real world situations.
